The IG-ER-01 Remote Door Relay has a peak current of 200ma and a standby current of 100ma with a maximum steady current of 8 Amps and an operating temp range of 10-65 degrees C (50-150 degrees F).
I received an inquiry this month with regards to surge suppression in the iGuard unit itself and the answer to that is that there is no built in surge suppression on the unit BUT the input power is DC thru the power supply and all surge suppression should be handled by the power supply.

And always remember to ground the mount plate.
