This months Tech Tip deals with exporting information:

Reports (including the Access Report and Attendance Reports) can be exported directly in the popular XLS format, which enables smooth integration with office suite applications such as MS EXCEL.  Various reports can then be easily generated using the built-in features of the office suite application.  In this way companies can design their own report formats that are best suited to their particular operations.

Our question this month comes from Ms. Grace Chen our Tech Support Engineer at our Hong Kong Office.  It is related to the iGuard API. Here is the Question:
What can the iGuard Application Programming Interface (API) not do?
1. Provide methods to Add, Update or Delete employee information.

2. Facilitate windows application software to receive the access log from the iGuard Master automatically.

3. Provide methods for exporting Access Log, Attendance Reports and Daily in/out reports from iGuard.

4. Provide methods for setting department wide access restrictions.

5. Provide methods for checking door open/close status.
